Make a Bequest

A charitable bequest is a gift specified in your Will and gives you the opportunity to support and acknowledge the ongoing work of Men’s Health Trust New Zealand. YOU can designate a certain sum of money, a particular asset or part of your estate.  

If you would like to make a bequest simply ask your solicitor to insert a clause in your Will. A suggestion is below:

I give $_______ to Men’s Health Trust New Zealand c/o PO Box 91293, Auckland Mail Centre, Auckland. Provided that if that organisation cannot receive a gift, then that gift shall be made to the charitable organisation in the relevant jurisdiction that my executor considers most closely reflects the objective of the originally nominated organisation.
